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My audience is low functioning adults, but this can also be used with children of varying levels of ability. My literacy method that this software falls under is like the Freiren approach of associating the image with the word. Within the story, a feature called Blabbermouth is used to say each word of the story for those that may not know some of the words. The phrases are repeated as the boy meets a new friend. The repetition of the same phrases and scenes should help the learner become familiar with them. The scenes in the story are also the same as the boy goes along the path, meeting a new friend on each page. The order of how he meets each animal is also a repetition within the story to help build an association between the printed word and each corresponding image. A vocabulary page of words and images are provided at the beginning and end of the story as well as at the beginning of the quiz for review. Each image of a “new friend” has a text box with the name of that image. Within the HyperStudio program you can click on the text box and hear the name of the image of the characters in the story. The idea is that the student can build on the repetition seeing the image of each new friend along with the hearing the vocabulary words in association with its picture. The quiz has vocabulary words at the beginning along with the images that go with them. When you click on each picture, it will say what that picture is. Images are used in each question that has to be identified with the corresponding word that matches it. A bell will ding when the right picture is chosen and an alarm sound will indicate an incorrect choice. This quiz can be repeated as often as needed to learn the vocabulary. 

As with the Freiren approach, the association of the picture or image with its printed word can help the student to learn to read. Using cognitive approach elements, the student can use visual and audio clues to build an association between the picture and the word. The quiz uses images so the student can pick the correct word to go along with its corresponding image/picture.
